What an amazing experience this has been. Thank you Westminster for the donation of $1,000 to bring supplies
down here to Haiti! The need has been huge and you have helped meet a small part of that need. Your
supplies went mainly to atiny, concrete, tin-roofed, un-airconditioned clinic outside of Port Au Prince where Pastor
Joyce, a nurse’s aide, and | saw 209 patients in one day. Pastor Joyce and her hustbband, Pastor John, have
been in Haiti over 30 years working and building International Mission Outreach (IMO) which has been furthering
the work of Jesus here on earth. What they have created with His help has been amazing; 43 churches, 310
pastors, 113,390 members, feeding programs, church planting, pastor training, water wells, and education.
Most of our days have been spent at the Haitian Community Hospital. The need is so great down here and | fear
that once the media leave, so will the money. Unlike New Orleans and Thailand, Haiti has no reliable
government and infrastructure. We talk about the corruption in Louisiana government but it pales in comparison
to Haiti. Day to day life prior to the earthquake was difficult and now for some it is just about insurmountable.
All skills are needed down here and there will continue to be a need for years if not decades to come. Pray that
the government realize that they exist for the people. Pray that IMO and other mission groups here continue to
have the impact that they have had.

Getting to Know Edna Guzman, English Learning Project student
Driving past Westminster Presbyterian Church last fall, Edna and Rodrigo Guzman saw the sign about English
classes. Rodrigo turned to his wife and said, "That is what you need". He told Edna that 30 years ago, when he
was in the Washington DC areaq, he took English from a church program. "They were good people and | leamed
alot. So try it."
Edna says she has had English classes all her life but never "paid attention to it." At one point her father sent her
to a different school because the English classes were better. But she didnt "pay attention”. She never thought
she needed English.
While getting a degree in denfistry from the Universidad Autnoma de Nuevo Len she didn’t need it. While working
in dentistry for two years she didn't need it. While raising her children in Monterrey she never needed to use it.
Later, when her family convinced her to move to Reynosa and join the family frucking firm, she was still able to
avoid speaking English. Though she worked as a manager for 15 years, she always let someone else handle the
communication with the American companies.
Her father's frucking company transported goods made in the maquiladoras across the US border to be
fransferred to American trucks that then distributed the parts throughout the US. She met her husband during that
fime. Rodrigo Guzman, an engineer for Corning had to meet with the frucking company because a vital part
was urgently needed ASAP. They discussed how to get the parts through the long lines atf the border.
Rodrigo was born in Ecuador and studied in an university in the Washington DC areqa. He stayed in this country
and became a citizen.
Currently, Rodrigo works for Techtronic in the Dallas area. Edna’s younger daughter, Miriam, attends Highland Park
HS. Miriam likes school a lot including the classes in Chinese.
Rodrigo and Miriam encourage Edna to speak English but Edna hesitates because she is embarrassed. She feels
more comfortable with Mr. Gordon Foxs level 3 class at WPC. He does a great job of explaining verbs and how
to use them, Edna reports.
Edna volunteers in the cafeteria of the high school. There she doesn’t have to speak much English. Edna would

like to be able to be involved with the other volunteer moms. Now she is paying attention in her English classes.
